Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. noted that: "People fail to get along because they fear each other.  They fear each other because they don't know each other.  They don't know each other because they have not properly communicated with each other."

DoC's ROLE
Our SINGULAR SOLUTION is consonant with DoC's Mission Statement, and was discussed briefly (i) on December 9, 1999 at the Digital Divide Summit hosted by the U.S. Secretary of Commerce during the breakout session on "Sustainable Public Access Points" [use CTRL F to find Martinez's comments at http://www.digitaldivide.gov/summit/comments.html ] and (ii) on May 10, 2000 at the Conference on Solutions for the Digital Divide, where Senators Joseph Biden (D-DE) and John Kerry (D-MA) and Rep. Juanita Millender-McDonald (D-CA) participated as invited speakers and graciously accepted advance copies of our proposed SINGULAR SOLUTION for their review and consideration.

However, to close America's Digital Divide, real e-Gov (viz., totally committed and involved Self-Governance by "We, the People") necessitates Ubiquitous e-Access for the reasons enumerated relative to our proposed Seamlessly-Integrated Self-Funding SINGULAR SOLUTION

CLOSING GLOBAL DIGITAL DIVIDE
Ubiquitous e-Access would also enable us to close our growing Global Digital Divide while interconnecting Humans of Goodwill within Virtual Mentoring Communities worldwide (CyberPeaceCorps).

Please note that, even though the self-funding IN-SYNC concepts are discussed in the context of closing America's Digital Divide by 2001, these same self-funding concepts are seamlessly scalable to close our Global Digital Divide by 2010.  

This is especially appropriate if one chooses to incorporate into the proposed action plans the use of broadband Internet service via geostationary satellites, such as is currently being provided by iDirect 

[ http://www.idirect.net ] or StarBand [ http://www.starband.com ], and will later be provided via low earth orbit (LEO) satellites by Teledesic's "Internet-in-the-Sky" [ http://www.teledesic.com/ ].  Such broadband Internet service via satellites would enable a nation to provide Ubiquitous e-Access almost overnight to all its citizens (especially those who live in remote rural areas) at a fraction of the cost associated with establishing a wired infrastructure.  This would not only obviate the latter costs (and Human inertia to change), but perhaps would also enable the nation to leapfrog other wealthier nations that are bogged down by their own societal inertia (and diminished social conscience).

Imagine the immensity of the private/public partnerships that could be created among the public and private sectors of the United States and our trading partner nations and how these would benefit ALL the citizens of the United States and our partnering nations.  

Moreover, such international private/public partnerships could conceivably be expanded to include many other nations, especially since the G8 World Leaders' "Global Call to Action" {relative to the Digital Opportunity Task Force (DOT Force) [ http://www.mofa.go.jp/policy/economy/summit/2000/genoa.html#1 ; http://www.dotforce.org/ ; http://dotforce.oneworld.net/consultation/themes.htm ]} provides the impetus for marshalling (and leveraging) our One World's resources (both in terms of our World's Human Capital and monetary capital). 

CLOSING GLOBAL DIGITAL DIVIDE PRESAGES MILLENIUM OF WORLD PEACE
Prayerfully, closing our Global Digital Divide will usher in a Millenium of World Peace by interconnecting all the World's Children (age 3 to 103) via the Internet so that they might get to know, respect, help (and hopefully someday love) one another as fellow members of the One Human Family that we all are, as evinced by Human Genome researchers:

Over 1 million kids, teachers and others from around the globe helped lead the MayaQuest 98 expedition by way of the Internet, and directly linked our Brothers and Sisters in the Amazon with their Brothers and Sisters around our globe.  These serve as exemplars of how Ubiquitous e-Access (Internet connectivity) can engender and facilitate the kind of high-quality Human-to-Human interactions worldwide that will presage World Peace. 

India's Exemplar [ http://www.niit.com/Press%20Stories/Story55.htm ]:  NIIT's Dr. Sugata Mitra's exciting, simple, but revolutionary social experiment in India's slums has unequivocally demonstrated that if we give an innocent, uninformed, but self-empowering child an Internet-access tool, s/he almost spontaneously closes the Digital Divide by re-creating a new universe -- with "minimally invasive education" (without necessitating any hands-on training).  Imagine how much more powerful the effect for our One World's children, especially our disfranchised children.  Dr. Mitra discovered that creating content is not what's important; what is important is infrastructure and access and that one can multiply the effectiveness of teachers by 100- or 1,000-fold if one gives children access to the Internet.

DoC's ROLE in CLOSING GLOBAL DIGITAL DIVIDE
Ubiquitous e-Access is essential if global governments are to shape e-economy 

[ http://www.fcw.com/fcw/articles/2000/0821/web-global-08-24-00.asp ]. 

Since DoC is already tasked with the mission of bridging America's Digital Divide 

[ http://www.digitaldivide.gov ], DoC is uniquely positioned to be the U.S. agency tasked with the complementary mission of actualizing Ubiquitous e-Access in order to also close our Global Digital Divide.

UNDERDEVELOPED NATIONS
